Interim Guidelines

Many school systems have encountered difficulty in filling teaching positions if a trained teacher in some Career and Technical or Contextual Academic courses vacates a position during the school year.  In response to this difficulty, the Division of Post Secondary Access and Success has developed interim guidelines that should help alleviate the problem.  The following guidelines should assist with these courses

Agriscience:

All Agriscience teachers are required to successfully complete 40 hours of training. This training is incorporated into the undergraduate Agricultural Education program course work at the University of Tennessee, Knoxville; the University of Tennessee, Martin; Tennessee Technological University; and Middle Tennessee State University. This course work can be taken for graduate or audit credit if needed. 

Contextual Academics/Technology Engineering/Nutrition Science:
All instructors are still required to successfully complete 40 hours of training during the summer months prior to teaching these courses.  If an instructor is hired after the summer training is completed, he or she will be required to fulfill the guidelines described in this memorandum, and you may submit the request for them to do so on the forms that accompany this memorandum.  The other form included is a verification form to be submitted after the required activities are completed.  This option does not substitute for the required training and is only good for the current school year.  Additionally, this option cannot be repeated with a different teacher the next school year.

TECHNOLOGY ENGINEERING EDUCATION/ CONTEXTUAL ACADEMICS/NUTRITION SCIENCE

INTERIM GUIDELINES

All instructors are required to successfully complete 40 hours of training during the summer months prior to teaching Technology Engineering Education (TEE)/Contextual Academics/Nutrition Science courses.  If an instructor is hired after the summer training is completed, the instructors will be required to do the following until the next summer training is offered:

· The CTE Director will submit to the appropriate State Consultant a request (please complete sections 1 and 2) for the teacher to be trained for TEE/Contextual Academics/Nutrition Science - school name, instructor’s name, endorsement area, partial social security number, teaching number, school address, school phone number, home address, home phone number and courses to be taught.  The CTE Director and instructor will be contacted and given the name and contact information of the mentor in their region.

· The instructor is required to attend sixteen (16) hours of training with the mentor within the first thirty days (beyond the regular school day).  The mentor will be required to verify, in writing, to the appropriate consultants, that the requirements have been met by the new teacher.

OBSERVATION FORM - SECTION 4

· The instructor is required to spend one day of observation each semester with other teachers.  One visit is to be conducted during the first thirty days of teaching.  The visit shall be related to the course the instructor is teaching.
· In Technology Engineering Education (TEE), the new instructor is required to attend the Safety/OSHA Training at the CTE summer conference or the Annual TEE Symposium. Any instructor(s) currently on interim licensure will attend the mentorship evaluation seminar at the Annual TEE Symposium.
· In Technology Engineering Education, the safety standards and regulations must be covered successfully by the mentor and the instructor must pass the TOSHA/OSHA test prior to entering the laboratory.
· The instructor will not be assigned to the training table until the 16 hours of assigned mentoring have been successfully completed and documented.
· Instructors have until June 30th to complete observations of teachers (section 3).
Note:  This option does not substitute for the required forty hours of training and is only good for the current school year.  This training cannot be repeated with another teacher the next year.  All expenses for the teacher and mentor are the responsibility of the local school system.
